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 I received an interesting call last Friday.   It was from a dad who was 
looking for a pastor to do his son’s funeral.   His son had lost his 15 year struggle 
with depression and Bi-Polar disorder and had taken his life (at the age of 32) 
just the day before.  As I listened to this parent tell his story my heart instantly 
broke in two.  I couldn’t help but think of how I would feel if this were one of my 
sons.  I listened as he awkwardly tried to explain to me the circumstances of this 
call; as he apologized for not knowing me; as he explained how he got my name 
from a friend of his; as he tried to conceal the hurt in his heart after her heard the 
pastor of his church share that they had a church policy that they don’t do funer-
als for people who they don’t know and since they didn’t know Jordan (his son), 
well….I couldn’t imagine the pain he was going through.   
 Suicides are so difficult for us.   Not only do you have the shock and pain 
of such a horrible event, but we are also loaded extra heavy with the guilt and 
anger of it all.   And then to top it all off you have to deal with the “judgment” of 
the church…the one place we count on for safety and grace.   As you may know 
there has been a long-standing understanding, by many in the general public at 
least, that the church’s stance on suicide is that it is an unforgiveable sin.  To put 
it bluntly: if someone commits suicide they will never go to heaven.   
 Well I’m here to tell you that I take offense to that. Taking your life is 
never the right choice, but it does not  mean you’re not going to heaven.  As we 
learn more and more about suicide, we know that many people are not in their 
right minds when they make this decision.   Like Jordan, many people who com-
mit suicide have had a long history of depression, or Bi-polar disorder.   A suicide 
in this situation is an affliction of this disease, more than it is a deliberate act.   A 
God of compassion and love would never say “no” to someone in so much dis-
tress and pain.   Just as a church of compassion would never say no to a family 
that needed a safe place to say goodbye to a loved one who was a victim of 
such an act.  Let me declare this in front of everyone….I will never be a part of 
a church that would have such a policy!   
 I have to admit that after I got off the phone with this dad I was speech-
less.   Overwhelmed by his pain and loss, angry and upset with that church, and 
wondering in my heart just what healing words I could say to help this family get 
through this valley.   All weekend I struggled.  All weekend I found myself men-
tally on my knees asking God to give me some words of healing and light to 
share. 
 On Monday, the day of the funeral, I approached the funeral home still 
speechless…or at least wordless.  Oh, I had a couple stories to share, words I 
had shared before at tragic funerals, but nothing really “from the heart of God.” 
As I greeted the family, I could see the pain in their faces; they too were wres-
tling with what to say, and how to act.   The family escorted me over to Jordan’s 
casket.  I stood alone pondering the tragedy of it all.   And then I noticed it…on 
Jordan’s forearms…a tattoo.  I couldn’t make it all out, but I did notice three let-
ters, “G.O.D.” written in a rather angry font.  Near the casket were pictures of

 Devotional Thought from Matthew 7: 1-6 
 1 “Do not judge, or you too will be judged. 2 For in the same way you 
judge others, you will be judged, and with the measure you use, it will 
be measured to you.  3 “Why do you look at the speck of sawdust in 
your brother’s eye and pay no attention to the plank in your own eye? 4 
How can you say to your brother, ‘Let me take the speck out of your 
eye,’ when all the time there is a plank in your own eye? 5 You hypo-
crite, first take the plank out of your own eye, and then you will see 
clearly to remove the speck from your brother’s eye.  6 “Do not give 
dogs what is sacred; do not throw your pearls to pigs. If you do, they 
may trample them under their feet, and turn and tear you to pieces. 
 Do you ever wonder why Jesus challenges us with things that 
are so hard for us to either understand or except and apply to our life?  
It is so easy to forget about our relationship with Jesus and start doing 
things not only that evil one loves, but also turns us into someone who 

we are not. Jesus was pretty cut and dry in His teachings. You either live 
by His words or you don’t.  This is an issue for a lot of us because when we 
start a relationship with Jesus and actually start reading His words we start to 
customize what fits for our life and what doesn’t fit.   
 In my life and knowing what Jesus did for me on the cross, and realiz-
ing that Jesus’ life really doesn’t matter to a good chunk of this world is a bit 
heart breaking to me.  There are times when I see things on TV or read some-
thing in the paper that ignites a fire in my belly to the point of anger where I 
completely forget about this verse above.  Sometimes, I forget instead of mak-
ing a pre-conceived notion about someone’s life that I can first take a deep 
breath and ask God for clarity and how I, a follower of Jesus should respond.   
Friends, there are probably a lot of things  people do that annoy us or make us 
angry or disagree with because it is against God’s Word.  We may even find 
ourselves judging someone without even getting to know them first.  So as you 
finish reading this, where are you with your own walk with God?  Can you say 
“I, as a believer in Jesus am reading and living by His words every day of my 
life”?   
 You know, if there ever is an argument for the Pharisees, the only one 
I can make is that they had the Old Testament memorized and knew all of it 
through and through. Now once Jesus came on the scene and fulfilled the law 
and the prophets by living the way He lived, Jesus threw them for a loop. All it 
takes is loving Jesus with our life and living by His words.  His words…..  This 
past Sunday Pastor Brook asked us during his sermon to develop a memory 
verse for our life, a verse that we can live by, a verse we can pass to our chil-
dren and family.  For this to happen what do you and I have to do?  We have 
to be in the Word folks.  Once we are in God’s word, it is then that we begin to 
see what God has for our life.  When you have that memory verse, just don’t 
stop there and close God’s Word, continue to read more and more, not so that 
you would be like the Pharisees who had everything memorized, but so that 
you would have God’s Word on your mind all day long to help others around 
you understand what a follower of Jesus actually looks like.

Jordan. There was one of him sitting on his potty chair in the bathroom…
asleep.   Pictures of him with family….laughing.   And then I saw it…that tattoo 
again.  Jordan was about 25 or so, and he had his big forearms crossed (he 
played football in high school) and you could see the tattoo loud and clear.   I 
was taken aback at first by what it said, “No one can judge me but God!”    
 As soon as I saw the words I was hit by a wave of sadness.  I pon-
dered the judgmental society we all live in.   I thought of all the judgmental 
thoughts that we all have when we see someone different, when we see some-
one struggling with depression or Bi-polar disorder.   It’s amazing how people, 
when we don’t understand something, will often jump to conclusions about 
them.   And then another wave of thoughts overcame me, and I knew then that 
I did have something to share from God’s heart.   The question was when to 
share them. 
 As I went through the service, I could feel God encouraging me.   And 
near the end of the service, I just felt it.  It was time to share this thought from 
God.   I stepped in front of the broken and tear-stained crowd and shared 
about how I couldn’t help but notice Jordan’s tattoo on his forearms.   A tattoo 
that read, “No one can judge me but God.”   I then shared that I thought Jordan 
was right.   That God does judges him and all of us.  At this moment you could 
literally hear the family and friends hold their breath. You could see the fear 
and puzzlement on their faces. “Uh Oh…he’s going to say it.   He’s going to 
say that suicide is an unforgiveable sin and that Jordan will be….”   But then I 
shared the words I had received from the heart of God… “You know what 
God judges Jordan?   God judges Jordan….loved.   Lo ved by each and 
every one of you and loved by the God we know in an d through Jesus 
Christ.  And that tattoo will be there for eternity .”     
 May we all learn to accept God’s judgment as we offer it  others.
