During May and June the focus is on Sewing Kits for Ingath-
ering. Kit contents are:

3 yards cotton or cotton—blend, solid color or print fabric

(uncut)

1 pair sewing scissors

1 pkg. needles

1 spool of matching thread

5—8 matching buttons

Wrap all sewing notions in the fabric and place in a sealed
one-gallon plastic bag.

A special Charge Conference was held May 26 at 7:00 p.m.
Bill Hoffman, Chair of the Board of Trustees presided, District Super-
intendent Greg Kroger was in attendance. The question was the po-
tential sale or donation of the former parsonage at 1304 S. Bahnson
Ave. The Board of Trustees recommended authorization of donation
or public auction of the house to be removed from the lot at recipi-
ent’'s expense. The other option is not to dispose of the house.

The assessed taxable valuation of the property is $112,425
with taxes, as a rental unit, at $2,600.

Upgrading the house to rental condition again will be very
costly, with minimal return realized. It is best to have the house
moved and retain the land for future growth. A report of expenses
incurred since the renter vacated was given by Roger Russell. Linda
Hagen shared the cost of further updates and repairs needed to
make the house livable. The property is free and clear of any liens
or mortgages.

A question was raised about the need of HUMC to provide a
parsonage in the future. Dist. Supt. Kroger stated that the church is
required to supply a parsonage or housing allowance based on the
preference of the incoming pastor.

A vote was taken with 55 votes in favor of sale of the house
alone. Two voted against.
