Why do we choose to do things, or live our
life a certain way when it is the complete opposite of how we are sup-
posed to be living? | think it all comes down to a daily decision to live
and make choices a certain way, doesn't it? When God has a certain
direction he wants for our life, and we pick up that phone and receive
the call, I promise you, brothers and sisters, God will not steer us
wrong.

Today’s text message said, “You can’t receive what He has
for you now, if you're still contaminated by what you went through
then. Wash it off; you can’'t move on with God until you do.”
